REQUIREMENTS FOR THE PURPOSE OF TRADEMARK REGISTRATION

           INDIVIDUALS  OR  CORPORATE  BODIES  ESTABLISHED  IN  ARUBA

1. Application forms for the registration of a trade- or servicemark are obtainable in sets of three at the Bureau. The application forms are also on-line available to download. The Bureau can also send these forms by e-mail at the petitioner’s request.

2. Each set has to be filled out concordantly in accordance with the instructions on 

the forms:

a. if the trademark consists of words or numbers only, please type these in capital

    letters in the center of the thereto destined section;

b. if the trade- or servicemark comprises stylized words or numbers, a 

    combination of these with figurative elements, or figurative elements only,

    please attach same in the thereto destined section, minding not to exceed the

    dimensions of 9x9cm (logo);  next to the 3 placed on the forms, 3 additional

    copies are to be submitted on one sheet paper, A-4 size if in color;  an 

    additional 2 on one sheet of paper (A4-size) if in black/white;

    (to get a better quality of the printing of the Proof of Registration, the petitioner 

     has to file a digital design with a higher resolution); 

c. please indicate the classes in which protection is desired; a copy of the list of 

    classes is available at the Office against payment and is also available via the

    website; please indicate also the product(s) or service(s) in which protection is 

    desired; all information about this can be obtain on the website or at the Office;

d. indicate if color(s) - up to a maximum of  5 basic colors -  is/are of essential 

    importance to the mark.

3. In the event of filing on behalf of a corporate body established in Aruba, proof 

thereof obtain at the Chamber of Commerce of Aruba should be submitted when filing the application.

4. When filing, a fee of Afl. 205,=  (eq. to US$117.15) has to be paid in order for the  Bureau to accept the documents. Only upon receipt of the application the Bureau will provide entry numbers, data and hour. If proof of filing is desired, please submit an additional photocopy on which to provide entry records.

5. If the search reveals no objection to registration, a notification in writing will be 

forwarded  requesting payment of a registration  fee of Afl. 250,= (eq. to 

US$ 142.85), augmented by Afl. 25,= (eq.to US$ 14.30) for each class allowed. The total amount indicated by the Bureau has to be paid within one month after the notification to avoid cancellation of filing the application.

6. Upon receipt of the total registration fee, the Bureau will register the trademark

      within two weeks, forward proof of registration and procure the publication 

      thereof in the next Official Gazette.

7. If search should reveal that the trade- or servicemark  cannot be registered as

      filed, the Bureau will forward notification of objection(s) requesting removal

      within one month. This period may be extended only once for the same period of

      time after reasoned petition to that end. 

            Once the objections are removed, the procedures under points 5 and 6 shall take 

            place. If not, the registration will be considered denied as per the expiration date

            of the given period of time.

The interested party can always make a new petition.

INDIVIDUALS  OR  CORPORATE BODIES  ESTABLISHED  OUT  OF  ARUBA
8. Have to elect domicile in Aruba at a trademark attorney recognized by the Aruba Bureau of Intellectual Property. A list of these attorneys is also available on the website.

9. In that event, the trademark attorney, apart from compliance with the stipulations of points 1 up to and including 4, has also to mandatorily submit simultaneous the filing, under penalty of non-acceptance:

· a power of attorney given to him by the one claiming to be title bearer of the trade- or servicemark;

· a signed true declaration that it concerns a corporate body, indicating under the laws of which country or state it has been established, signed by authorized executives at the corporate body or by the empowered attorney;

this declaration – if clearly stated – can be included in power of attorney.

10. The stipulations of points 5 up to an including 7, are equally applicable, with the

only difference that outgoing correspondence of the Bureau shall be forwarded to the attorney instead of the title bearer.
